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THE LOVE OF THE FATHER IN THE CHRISTIAN YOUTH 
1Jn 2:15-18
When a youth gives his or her life to Christ, the devil and his agents are not happy. Satan and his agents will use every available means to pull such youth down and drag him or her back to the mire of sin. Sin is very dirty and God almighty does not like sin. It was because of sin that Jesus Christ came into the world. He died to save man from every sin. When a youth goes back into sin it is like the dog when it goes back to eat its vomit. It is a disgusting thing to imagine if a person had openly denied sin and later such an individual is found in such sins again. As believers there may be temptations to fall back into our vomit but we must learn to say no to such sins. The ability to say NO is what distinguishes a believer from a unbeliever. All youths have the same types of temptations but the difference between a believer and the unbeliever is that the unbeliever yields and thinks it is a normal way of life but the Christian youth will think of the price Jesus paid on the cross to redeem them and they will say NO. The pleasure of sin is just for a moment and it is very temporal. God will want every Christian youth to overcome sin and the allurement to go back into sin.
PRESENT TEMPTATIONS COMMON TO YOUTHS

1Jn 2:15-18; Hosea 4:1-2; Ephesians 2:3, Ephesians 4:17-19; Ephesians 4:22;
The Christian youth is faced with various types of temptations. Most youths have the challenge of loving the world. They feel they must be like all their colleagues at school, college and Universities. As a result they tend to dress, talk and walk like the other youths. Others are faced with the challenge of using the latest technology and as a result they may sin against God in order to fulfil the lusts of their eyes and the pride of Life. The Bible clearly states that all that is in the world is “For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. (1Jn 2:16). When you have the pride of life this is not from God the father. It was pride of life that dragged the devil down from heaven and today and for eternity he will ever be in hell. Every child of God who allows the pride of life to overtake them will spend their eternity with satan.  Christian Youths must not be copy cats. Just copying what their friends are doing. These things may look good but if you dress in such a way that you are ashamed to face your pastor or youth leader that is an indication that you are not dressing right and it also means you may not be able to face God. 
PRECAUTIONS AGAINST TRIALS COMMON TO YOUTHS

All youths must realize that ‘…the trying of  your faith worketh patience’.( Jas 1:3). When we are tempted to dress like the world Christian youth must learn to say NO. The ability to say no is the key to greatness. The Bible says “He that is slow to anger is better than the mighty; and he that ruleth his spirit than he that taketh a city. (Pro 16:32 ) Your ability to control yourself is a key leadership quality. Christian youths should not be copying others you are to lead them from sin to righteousness, from earth into heaven. The Christian youth must know that you are raised and seat with Christ.  “If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God”. (Col 3:1). The passion of every Christian youth must be to please God and seek to make heaven above every other thing. The desire to get to heaven should consume you to the extent that you become dead to the fashion of this world. All precious metals are dug up from the ground.
